Åangry thoughts and conniving 
 
Ålack of sleep and circulating thought pattern makes 
us less effective the next day. 
 
Åtoxins in our body (making us more likely to perpetuate bad 

behaviours the next day, perhaps on some unsuspecting innocent 

person).  



These thoughts are bad for us and 
innocent bystanders and they rarely 
impact the person who causes the 

problem.

Isn't it because we build a false belief 
that by hurting another, we will get 

satisfaction.
