LAST WEEK : Benjamin Franklin 13 virtues,  
 

1."Temperance. Eat not to dullness; drink not to elevation." 

 2."Silence. Speak not but what may benefit others or yourself; avoid trifling 

conversation." 

 3."Order. Let all your things have their places; let each part of your business have its 

time." 

 4."Resolution. Resolve to perform what you ought; perform without fail what you 

resolve." 

 5."Frugality. Make no expense but to do good to others or yourself; i.e., waste nothing." 

 6."Industry. Lose no time; be always employ'd in something useful; cut off all 

unnecessary actions." 

 7."Sincerity. Use no hurtful deceit; think innocently and justly, and, if you speak, speak 

accordingly." 

 8."Justice. Wrong none by doing injuries, or omitting the benefits that are your duty." 

 9."Moderation. Avoid extremes; forbear resenting injuries so much as you think they 

deserve." 

 10."Cleanliness. Tolerate no uncleanliness in body, cloaths, or habitation." 

 11."Tranquility. Be not disturbed at trifles, or at accidents common or unavoidable." 

 12."Chastity. Rarely use venery but for health or offspring, never to dullness, 

weakness, or the injury of your own or another's peace or reputation." 

 13."Humility. Imitate Jesus and Socrates.“

How does this align with . . . 

the thought that once someone 

becomes a „real‟ Christian (not exactly 

sure of how we know this) they are 

“saved” and that they can‟t backslide or 

commit a sin which would rob them of 

eternal life. 

We  know we slip up and sin, then we can turn to 
God for forgiveness, but what about when we reject 
Holy Spirit and Jesus, and God, after experiencing 

God? 



Paul says “It won't be possible to bring them back. “ 

Notice the word “bring”

Who can save such a person 

• What does this mean? 

– Acts 2:38 : Peter replied, "All of you must turn 

away from your sins and be baptized in the 

name of Jesus Christ. Then your sins will be 

forgiven. You will receive the gift of the Holy 

Spirit. 

–  Romans 8:1 Those who belong to Christ 

Jesus are no longer under God's sentence. I 

am now controlled by the law of the Holy 

Spirit. That law gives me life because of what 

Christ Jesus has done. It has set me free from 

the law of sin that brings death.  



We are responsible ourselves to 

turn back to GOD asking 

forgiveness  

when we sin or reject him,  

if we do,  

we accept Holy Spirits leading 

bring God into our lives and we 

LIVE! 

• Why do we have a Heaven and a Hell? 



God cannot tolerate evil, and yet we as people have 

within us evil and good.  

 
This means none of us is entitled to go into heaven 

where there is eternal peace, love , lack of pain and no 

evil. 

 Yet, God made a way! It cost him the life of his very 

essence, his son Jesus, who had to die as a human, 

horribly! He dies to cut away the evil from our lives. 

Provided we acknowledge this is what he did and accept 

his guidelines for our life. When we stand at that 

Judgement, Jesus steps in front of God and says he will 

pay for what we did! 

 
If we accept Jesus, God gives us a chance. While alive 

we can do this but once dead, this option is closed. The 

contract is over. Judgement comes! 

 

 



God cannot tolerate evil, and yet we as people have 

within us evil and good.  

 
God had to create a place for people who reject him. 

These are people who do not accept God and so for 

eternity they have to go to a place without God. They 

cannot go to heaven! That would not be just! 

 
Unfortunately, that place(called Hell or the Abyss) is also 

without God‟s attributes and love.  

Here, in hell, the evil in man that we have seen on this 

earth is magnified! There is nothing to hold it back. 

Together with Satan and the angels that rejected God, all 

humans who choose to reject God live in this place for 

eternity. 

 

 We can choose Jesus until the moment we die! 



The only way we reject JESUS on this 

Earth 

 is by ALSO rejecting Holy Spirit  

and  

God the Father at the same time! 

THEY ARE A PACKAGE DEAL! 

So, the summary is this. . . 

don’t expect someone else to bring you to GOD or bring 

you BACK to GOD,  

 

This is something we do for ourselves and NO-ONE can 

help!
